When | was in elementary school we used to have air raid
drills. We’d file down to the basement and stand, arms
clasped around our heads, against the cold cement wall.
Sometimes my town would have air raid drills, and we’d
have to flee the streets for a shelter with an orange sign.
People read how-to-build-a-fallout-shelter pamphlets, and |
watched sci-fi movies about populations dying from radi-
ation poisoning. Everybody (well, good Americans) said
“Better Dead Than Red.” But | didn’t hate the Russians, |
mean | didn’t even know them!

When | was a little older | became a true child of the
media. Most of my memories are from the TV screen. When
1 was 11 the news used to have reports from Vietnam where
some advisors were stationed. When | was 12 the reports
were longer and more frequent. When | was 14 American
soldiers were dying in my living room in color—red, white,
and blue. | watched my heroes be murdered on TV. The
first one was John Kennedy. | used to think it was all a
clever game to see how well we could run the country in an
emergency. One day JFK would come back from his secret
hiding place and say we’d done a good job. But he never
did. Neither did Bobby. Neither did Martin Luther King.

When | was in high school | realized | was part of a bigger
world. | wore a black arm band to protest napalming. |
wore a McCarthy button because | believed in him, but ev-
eryone said, “The time isn’t right for an intellectual, a philos-
opher to be in the White House.” | watched the anxious
faces of classmates who received their “Greetings.”

When | started college the rage that had seethed in the
high school exploded. This-is-America-the-greatest-coun-
try-in-the-world | had been taught. Then | saw Watts and
Harlem, American Indian reservations, migrant labor
camps, Kent State, old people shut away to rot, young
people shooting up in the streets, and more war with na-
palm-fried babies and GI’s run amok. But | believed the
people could be heard if we protested loud enough. But
protest often got you a night in jail or a tear gas cannister.

In my twentieth year George McGovern ran for the presi-
dency. | went to hear him speak. He gave me hope for the
future of America. People said, “The time isn’t right for a
humanitarian to be in the White House.” They were right.
Americans chose to accept deceit and corruption to lead
them.

I am twenty. | am bitter. | have very little faith left in this
country and its people. | grew up with atom bombs and
was nourished by war and assassination. This-is-the-great-
est-country-in-the-world, Americans! Now wallow in it.
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| am a woman, but | don’t lack sense;
I'm of myself not badly off for brains,
And often listening to my father’s words

And old men’s talk, I’'ve not been badly schooled.

I entered college as a freshman with some very defi-
nite ideas. | thought | knew what education is, what a
proper curriculum should be, the role students should
play in campus governance, the role the college
should assume in national politics. Reflecting some
four years later, | realize | did not know—and lest |
make the same mistake twice, | do not claim to pos-
sess definite answers now. | would, however, like to
share with you my opinions on these issues—freshman
as opposed to senior years.

Despite what expectant college freshmen may
think, education is not, strictly speaking, something
that is done to people; it is, rather, something they do
to themselves, for education cannot be silver-plat-
tered to the passive. The truely significant education
emanates from the information and utilization of the
information an individual seeks out for himself. It is a
many faceted process—the unearthing of evidence,
the art of analysis, the discipline of thinking a problem
through in depth. | have grown to espouse the philos-
ophy that self-effort educates.

Essential to my education seemed the here and
now—relevance was a favorite freshman word. Thus
my program was a concatenation of courses con-
cerning twentieth century America. Senior year | real-
ize that knowledge, truely germaine knowledge about
my own society comes only if | have the knowledge of

other societies both in history and in other parts of the

world. I believe now that little would be more destruc-
tive to the life of the college than to insist that con-
temporary concerns always take precedence over his-

torical and theoretical knowledge.
Related to my insistence on relevance was my con-

comitant commitment to the elimination of required
courses and exams. Today | cannot gainsay that the
elimination of all required courses and exams is attrac-
tive as an ideal and may be fine for the intellectually
sophisticated and self-motivated student. But | realize
that all students are not intellectually sophisticated or
self-motivated. All students do not know at the outset
of their college career which discipline is best for them
without sampling a few; many students need the in-
centive of an exam. Experience verifies these facts of
academic life.

As a freshman | grappled with the question of cam-

pus governance. An institution of higher educationir
a democratic society should itself be governed de
cratically, and thus the role of students in governanc
should be enhanced. I continue to grapple with theis
sue as a senior, but | see it in better prespective. Fac
ulty and administration do have a firmer grasp of th
educational process as well as a historical perspective
they are in a better position than students to forese
all the ramifications student demands could engende
Presently | advocate a compromise, a compromise e|
which students are represented on policy committee
a compromise in which neither faculty, administratiol
or students have absolute control over academia.
