9 CO-EDS TO STUDY 
YEAR IN 4 NATIONS
Finch Students Are Sailing 

Tomorrow for Europe

Finch College gave a bon 

vayage party yesterday for nine 
of its students who are leaving 
for Europe tomorrow to spend 
their junior year examining the 
art treasures and politics of 
four countries.

About fifty persons joined 
them at a buffet supper at the 
college’s New Lounge. The 
guests included parents, faculty 
and alumnae.

The yoimg women are par­
ticipants in the Finch Intercon­
tinental Study Plan, now in its 
second year. They will stay 
about two months each in Ma­
drid, Rome, Paris and London, 
with field trips to mtiny other 
cities.

Since last January they have 
been studying the cultures of 
the four countries they wiR 
visit. Their first floating class­
room will be on board the Cris- 
toforo Colombo, which will take 
them to Gibraltar.

Dr. Roland R. De Marco, 
president of the college, said 
yesterday he would lecture two 
hours a day on American his 
tory, government and econom­
ics. There also Will be Italian 
lessons on the ship.

Instructors Avaflable
Dr. De Marco will leave the 

group in Madrid, their first cap­
ital, to return to New York for 
the start of the fall semester. 
The girls will be accompanied 
by a social director and by their 
Dean of Women, Mrs, Jean C. 
Glidden, throughout the aca­
demic year.

At each capital,, they will be 
met by a set of instructors ac­
tively engaged in the political 
and cultural lives of their coun­
tries, Dr. De Marco said.

The program will be con­
ducted entirely in English. But 
intensive language instruction 
and local exposure will give the 
women conversational knowl­
edge of three foreign lan^ages.

The two semesters will end 
next May 25 in London, after 
which the women may stay on in 
Europe if they have their par­
ents’ permission. Dr. De Marco 
estimated that the trip would 
cost each of the students more 
than $4,000. Three of the wom­
en, however, are on scholarships 
given by the college.

Finch College has an enroll­
ment of about 300 women. It is 
located at 52 East 78th Street.
